Glamour, fashion, and the underground in a dictatorship is 
the world in which I ask the universal questions for today:

In A Land That No Longer Exists is a further step in my 
work to date and already an important milestone for me 
as a filmmaker.

Aelrun Goette is an award-winning and versatile writer and director.  
She studied directing at the Film University in Babelsberg, where she  
made her first documentary film Ohne Bewährung – Psychogramm einer 
Mörderin, about a fifteen-year-old murderer. The film, which emerged  
from her more than six years of volunteer work as a correctional assistant 
in the Plötzensee women‘s prison, won the Robert Geisendörfer Prize.  
This was followed in 2003 by the highly acclaimed documentary film  
Die Kinder sind tot. In 2005 Goette made her feature film debut, Unter  
dem Eis, which was honored with the Adolf Grimme Award in 2007.

Alex Schaad was born in Kaskelen, Kazakhstan in 1990, and moved to  
Germany with his family in 1993. After graduating from high school  
in Baden-Württemberg and doing his civil service in Munich, he worked 
in various positions in film, TV and theater productions, before enrolling 
to study film directing at Munich film school HFF 2013. His second  
student film Invention of Trust won the Max Ophüls Prize as best mid- 
length film 2016 and the Student Oscar in Gold in Los Angeles the  
same year. Skin Deep is his feature film debut. At its World Premiere  
in the Critics‘ Week of the Venice Film Festival, Skin Deep took away  
raving reviews and the Queer Lion Award 2022.

I read the book in one go and was moved as rarely before. 
The next day I told my co-authors about the story. First 
I was going to read them a few paragraphs, and ended 
up reading the whole book. They had tears in their eyes. 
That‘s when we knew we had to do this.
 
Thankfully, Antoine Leiris agreed to the film. He liked our 
approach and our passion for his story. And he thought it 
was a good idea that we make the film – that is, Germans 
who were not directly at the epicenter of the events, but 
who can view everything from a good distance.
 
However, for me films are emotional, in the best case  
physical experiences. What do we learn here? Perhaps 
that our love for each other is ultimately stronger than  
the hatred in our world. Even if the forces of hatred can 
inflict terrible wounds, as we see right now. “My son  
and myself, we are stronger than all the armies of the 
world,” Antoine writes in his post. This is our hope.  
As fragile as it is vivid.

Kilian Riedhof, born in 1971 in Jugenheim an der Bergstraße, started his 
career as a director and screenwriter at the Hamburg Media School, before 
receiving not only critical accolades but also numerous awards – including 
the Grimme Award and the German Television Award – for the television 
drama Homevideo. In 2018, he filmed the hostage drama 54 Hours, which 
was based on real events, as a two-part television series, which also became 
a major international success. The reward was another German Television 
Award for the Best Multi-Part Series and a nomination for the 2019 BAFTA 
TV Award. 

In 2013, Riedhof scored an audience hit in German movie theaters with 
Back On Track. You Will Not Have My Hate premiered in front of 9000 
visibly moved spectators at the Piazza Grande in Locarno. Stella, a project 
about a young German Jewish woman, played by Paula Beer, who dreams  
of a career as a jazz singer is currently in post-production.

Eli is an Israeli swimming coach living in the United States. A phone 
call notifies him that his father, who he hasn’t been in touch with, passed 
away. Eli reluctantly travels to Tel Aviv for the first time in 10 years to 
deal with the estate. On his short trip he decides to visit his childhood 
friend, Yotam.  Yotam is running a small and beautiful flower shop in Jaffa, 
together with his fiancée Iris, a talented florist who, like Eli, is not in touch 
with her family. When Eli comes to visit the two, he will set in motion a 
series of events that will affect everyone’s lives. A story set between a 
flower shop and an ancient monastery, between a swimming pool and the 
Mediterranean, between life and death - and somewhere in the middle.

THE STORY
America touches themes from my own life, but that is not 
why I fought to make it, on the contrary. I made this film 
to share through the characters what I see as universal 
human values: compassion, friendship and forgiveness. 
Without protagonists and antagonists, without judgement, 
but with the presence of secrets and mystery, I wanted to 
give a voice to the characters of the film, each from their 
own perspective, while exploring the world of water, plants 
and flowers. Making this film often felt like writing a 
novel, inspired by old cinema, the one of the 60s and 70s. 

We shot the film in lockdown in Tel Aviv and Berlin, while 
the world around us was fighting the Covid crisis. When 
one of the locations turned out to be by chance (or was 
it?) the house in which my mother grew up, it felt like the 
hand of destiny pointed to me and my team the way to 
tell this story, like it is for Eli, Iris and Yotam.

Born in Israel  
in 1981, Graizer worked in several fields from textiles to gastronomy,  
until he went to study film at Sapir College in Sderot. During and after 
his studies where he obtained BFA in Film, Graizer directed several short 
films that were shown in numerous festivals, including Cannes, Clermont 
Ferrand, Max Ophüls and more. He is two times alumni of Berlinale Talents.  

Graizer’s debut feature film The Cakemaker which was produced in a  
very small budget, won 18 International Awards, was distributed in 27 
countries, sold to Netflix for North America and was Israel’s official entry 
to the Academy Awards in the Best Foreign Film category.
